J. Award of Contract: Rejection of Bids

the conditions of the Bidding Documents, within the Owner's Budget.

The Contract shall be deemed to have been awarded when notice of an award shall have been
given to the Bidder by some officer or agent of the Owner. The Bidder to whom the awards are
made will be notified at the earliest possible date.

The Owner reserves the right to consider as unqualified to do the work of general construction
any Bidder who does not habitually perform with his own forces the major portions of the work
involved in construction of Work involved in this Contract.

The Owner, however, reserves the right to reject any and all Bids and to waive any informality in
Bids received whenever such action(s) will serve the Owner’s best interest.

K. Bids for Base Bids will be held good for a period of sixty (60) calendar days and Alternates will be held
good for a period of sixty (60) days subsequent to the opening of Bids.

L. Use and Clarification of Drawings and Specifications

request clarification from Architect. Such request must be in writing and shall be made not less
than seven (7) or more working days prior to the time scheduled for the termination of
Bidding. Interpretations in response to inquiries from any Bidder, or any clarification or
corrections issued, will be mailed to each Bidder. If the Bidder fails to request clarification
regarding methods of performing work or the material required, his/her proposal shall be
deemed to include the method requiring the greater quantity of work or material or upon the
material of greatest cost indicated.

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INTRODUCTION
General

This report presents the results of a subsurface exploration and evaluation of the
foundation conditions for the proposed Consulting Clinic Addition to the Crawford
Memorial Hospital in Robinson, lllinois. The purpose of this study was to determine and
evaluate the subsurface conditions existing at the subject site, and to establish related
parameters for use by the design engineers and architects. Included herein are the
results of the subsurface exploration, field and laboratory soil test data, and
recommendations regarding design and construction of the foundation and pavement
systems.

Scope

The scope of services included a reconnaissance of the site, subsurface exploration,
field and laboratory testing of the soil samples collected, and engineering analysis and
evaluation of the data. In addition, geologic maps and literature relative to the general
area of the site were reviewed.

Authorization

Authorization to perform this subsurface exploration and analysis was in the form of a
fully executed proposal agreement between Crawford Memorial Hospital and Midwest
Engineering and Testing, Inc. (MET). The proposal (MET Proposal No. C25229, dated
November 6, 2025) outlined the scope of services and conditions for performance of the
work, and was signed by Mr. Craig Parrish, Plant Operations Director, on November 7,
2025.

PROJECT AND SITE DESCRIPTION

The proposed project site is located on the south side of the main hospital building on
the Crawford Memorial Hospital campus in Robinson, lllinois. A Vicinity Map, Figure 1,
is included in the Appendix. At the time the borings were completed the project area
was covered with grassy vegetation and concrete pavements and sidewalks.

The proposed project involves construction of a new Consulting Clinic Addition, which is
expected to be a two-story steel framed structure, with a concrete slab-on-grade.
Moderate structural loading is anticipated, with conventional shallow footings the
anticipated foundation type. Parking and driveway modifications and additions are also
expected to be associated with the project.
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GEOLOGY OF THE AREA
General

The geology of the Robinson, lllinois area has been greatly influenced by several major
landforming factors. Bedrock and tectonic movements prior to the Pleistocene Period,
continental glaciation during the Pleistocene Period, wind action, alluvial deposition and
man have all contributed to the geologic history of the area.

Bedrock in the project area is generally found at a depth of 25 to 50 feet below the
ground surface and consists of Pennsylvanian Age deposits associated with the
Mattoon Formation. Shale, coal, sandstone and limestone are the predominant rock
types comprising the formation in this area.

The surficial geology in the surrounding area generally consists of 5 to 10 feet of wind
deposited and water worked loessial material overlying shallow deposits of glacial drift.
The drift is comprised primarily of glacial till, a heterogeneous mixture of sand and
pebbles bound in a compact matrix of clay or silt, but can also contain inclusions of
granular outwash material.

Seismic Considerations

Considering the relatively shallow mapped depth to bedrock, the soil strength
information obtained through the boring depths, and our past experience in the project
area, it is our opinion that seismic Site Class C, as defined ASCE 7-16, can be utilized
for design. The project site in Robinson, lllinois is located at approximate latitude
39.0145°N and longitude 87.7501°W. The 0.2 second period (Ss) and 1.0 second period
(S1) spectral acceleration values for the aforementioned coordinates, as determined
from the ASCE Hazards Tool Web Application, are 0.414 g and 0.144 g, respectively.

FIELD EXPLORATION
Scope

In order to evaluate the significant engineering characteristics of the foundation soils, a
field exploratory program was undertaken. A total of twelve (12) soil borings were
advanced for the project. Seven (7) of the borings were advanced within the proposed
addition footprint, each to a depth of 21.5 feet below surface grade, while the remaining
five (5) borings were advanced within the proposed parking lot areas to depths of 6.5
feet. The boring locations were determined in the field by MET personnel as shown on
the Boring Location Diagram, Figure 2, included in the Appendix. The following sections
provide a description of field drilling and testing procedures utilized.
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Drilling and Sampling Procedures

The soil borings were performed with a track-mounted drilling rig equipped with a rotary
head. Conventional, continuous-flight, hollow-stem augers were used to advance the
holes with representative samples obtained employing split-barrel sampling techniques
in general accordance with ASTM Procedure D-1586.

Field Tests and Measurements

Standard Penetration Tests: During the sampling procedure, Standard
Penetration Tests (SPTs) were performed at regular intervals through the depth of
the borings. The SPT value ("N", or blow counts) is defined as the number of blows
required to advance a 2-inch O.D., split-barrel sampler a distance of one foot by a
140-pound hammer falling 30-inches. These values provide a useful preliminary
indication of the consistency or relative density of most soil deposits and are
included on the Soil Boring Logs.

Water Level Measurements: Groundwater level observations were made during
and upon completion of the drilling process. Water level information is noted on
the Soil Boring Logs in the Remarks column.

LABORATORY TESTING
General

Additional significant characteristics of the foundation materials were determined in the
laboratory to provide data on which to classify and quantitatively assess the engineering
properties of the soil samples obtained. The types of soils encountered were identified
and logged on the Soil Boring Logs in the Appendix. The results of the field and
laboratory tests are also presented in the Appendix. Representative samples of the soils
encountered in the field were placed in clean, glass sample jars and are now stored in
the laboratory for further analysis, if desired.

Laboratory Tests and Measurements

Visual Classification: A soils engineer visually classified all samples in
accordance with the Unified Soil Classification System (ASTM D-2488)
terminology. An explanation of the symbols used in this system is included in the
Appendix.

Moisture Content Tests: The natural moisture content of all samples was
determined by ASTM method D-2216 and is recorded on the Soil Boring Logs as a
percentage of the dry weight of the soil.
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Hand Penetrometer Tests: Cohesive specimens extracted from the split-barrel
sampler were tested in the laboratory with a calibrated soil penetrometer. This
device provides an approximation of the unconfined compressive strength of the
soils, and is useful, along with other soil parameters, in evaluating the soil strength
characteristics. The results are listed on the Soil Boring Logs beneath the column
labeled "Qp".

Unconfined Compression Tests: The undrained shear strength of the cohesive
soils was determined from unconfined compression tests performed on specimens
obtained from the split-barrel samplers. The strength values of soil samples
obtained by the SPT method must also be considered, recognizing that this
sampling technique provides a representative, but somewhat disturbed sample.
The results are listed on the Soil Boring Logs beneath the column labeled "Qu".

Dry Density Determination: The dry density was determined on the cohesive
soils where intact samples were available. The results are listed on the Soil Boring
Logs beneath the column labeled "Dd".

DESCRIPTION OF SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS
General

The types of foundation materials encountered at the test boring locations are described
on the Soil Boring Logs. The lines delineating the changes in strata on the logs
represent an approximate boundary between the various soil classifications. These soil
descriptions and delineations are representative for the specific test hole location.
Variations in the soil profile and the engineering properties of the soil deposits may
occur between boring locations. A summary of the major soil profile components is
described in the following paragraphs. A more detailed description and supporting data
for each boring location can be found on the individual Soil Boring Logs.

Soil Conditions

Soil borings B-2, B-5, and B-7 were each advanced through about 8 inches of concrete
at the surface, which was underlain by about 12 to 16 inches of crushed stone. The
remaining borings were advanced through a thin layer of surficial vegetation and topsoil.
Soils which appeared to have mixed color, and some sandy soils were encountered
near the surface where borings were performed adjacent to the existing structure and
were classified as possible fill.
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The surficial materials and possible fill was underlain by loessial brown to brown and
gray silty clay, which typically extended to depths of 10 to 15 feet below surface grade.
The loess typically possessed medium stiff to stiff consistency and moisture contents
between 19 and 35 percent, with few outliers. The loess was underlain by glacial drift
deposits which extended through the boring termination depths. The drift was primarily
comprised of silty clay glacial till and possessed medium stiff to very stiff consistency
through a depth of 17 to 18 feet, then became very dense thereafter. A stratum of sandy
clay was often encountered where the drift transitioned to the more dense consistency.

Groundwater Observations

Groundwater was encountered at 7.5 feet below surface grade in boring B-6. All other
borings remained dry during and upon completion of the drilling activities. It must be
recognized that groundwater levels fluctuate with time due to variations in seasonal
precipitation, lateral drainage conditions, and soil permeability characteristics.
Monitoring standpipes should be installed and periodically checked where it is
necessary to more accurately assess prevailing water levels preceding or during
construction.

FOUNDATION DISCUSSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
General

On the basis of the available soil boring information, it is our opinion that a shallow
foundation system could be utilized for support of the proposed Consulting Clinic
Addition. However, possible fill soils were noted, especially near the existing structure
which will require thorough inspection, and potentially some overexcavation. A
discussion of the foundation design parameters, as well as site preparation and
construction considerations, is included in the following sections.

Shallow Foundation Systems

The proposed Consulting Clinic Addition may be supported on conventional shallow
foundations founded on suitable natural soils or engineered structural fill. The natural
brown and gray silty clay soils encountered below the surficial materials and possible fill
soils is considered suitable for direct foundation support, or as subgrade on which to
construct engineered structural fill. The sandy fill soils encountered in boring B-7 are
also considered suitable for direct foundation support, but should be thoroughly
inspected by a representative of the geotechnical engineer. A thin seam of softer silty
clay was encountered in boring B-6, at depths of about 5 to 7 feet below surface grade,
which was underlain by waterbearing sand. Some overexcavation and replacement
should be anticipated in this area of the site.
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Midwest Engineering Services, a predecessor company to MET, performed a
subsurface exploration and geotechnical evaluation for the addition immediately north of
the proposed new Consulting Clinic Addition in 2009 (MES Project No. 1-93019), and
provided allowable bearing capacities of 3,000 PSF and 2,500 PSF for spread and
continuous footings respectively.

Based upon the soil boring data recently obtained, and the potential for some variable
soils in the immediate vicinity of the existing building, it is recommended that spread
and continuous wall footings founded on the natural loessial soils or thoroughly
inspected sandy fill soils be designed using more conservative allowable bearing
capacities of 2,200 PSF and 1,800 PSF, respectively. Such allowable capacities are
subject to the minimum dimensions discussed in the following paragraphs.

Due to typical variations in natural soils, and in fill soils adjacent to previous construction
works marginal bearing strengths could be encountered during excavation for footings.
Such conditions should be evaluated by the soils engineer to determine the appropriate
remedial options, which could include resizing of footings or undercutting and
replacement of the suspect material with granular backfill or lean concrete.

Excavations to remove unsuitable bearing materials below footings should be widened
at least 1 foot in all directions from the edges of the footing for each foot of excavation
depth below the design footing base elevation. The replacement backfill should be a
well-graded granular material placed in lifts of eight (8) inches or less in loose thickness
and compacted to a minimum of 95 percent of the material's maximum Standard
Proctor dry density (ASTM D-698). Lean concrete backfill is essentially an extension of
the footing and bank formed excavations do not need to be widened. For formed
footings, the foundation excavation should be widened at least 6 inches from the footing
edges to allow centering of the foundation on the lean concrete base and reduce the
potential for eccentric loading.

All exterior footings must be placed at a depth of at least 3.0 feet below finished grade
for frost protection. Interior footings not subject to frost action may be founded
immediately below the floor slab, if so desired, provided they are supported on suitable
natural soils or engineered structural fill. All footings must be protected from the effects
of frost if construction is carried out during winter months.

Where new footings will abut existing footings, it is recommended that they be founded
at the same elevation, to minimize excessive differential settlements, and reduce the
potential for undermining existing footings. Excavations should not intersect a line
drawn down at a 1 to 1 angle from the nearest bottom edge of an existing footing.
Where this criterion cannot be met, underpinning existing footings may be necessary.
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It is recommended that the footings supporting individual columns have a minimum
dimension of 30 inches, and continuous footings have a minimum width of 24 inches. In
order to minimize the effects of any slight differential movement that may occur due to
variations in the character of the supporting soils and variations in seasonal moisture
contents, it is recommended that all footings be suitably reinforced.

The above outlined bearing pressures were evaluated using a factor-of-safety of 3
against bearing capacity failure. Using such a safety factor theoretically results in
contact pressures of sufficiently low magnitude to keep load-induced deformations
within the elastic range of the bearing soils. Potentially, total load responsive elastic
settlements should be one (1) inch or less provided the suggested design and
construction criteria are followed. It is recommended that the preparation and
installation of the foundations be monitored and tested by a representative of the soils
engineer.

Slabs-on-grade

Prior to the placement of slabs-on-grade, or before any slab-supporting fill is placed, it is
recommended that all vegetation, organic topsoil and existing pavement materials be
removed. The resulting subgrade should then be thoroughly inspected and proof-rolled
to detect areas of unstable, yielding soils that may need to be further undercut.

It is recommended that slabs-on-grade be placed on a base layer of well-graded
granular material, such as IDOT CA-6, at least 6-inches in thickness. Proper subgrade
preparation and adherence to the recommendations regarding fill materials and
compaction will allow the use of a subgrade modulus of 125 psi/in.

The use of a plastic vapor barrier is left to the discretion of the architect. When a vapor
barrier is used, proper curing conditions must be maintained to reduce the potential for
edge curling.

Floor slabs-on-grade should be suitably reinforced and proper joints should be provided
at the junctions of the slab and foundation system so that a small amount of
independent movement can occur without causing damage. Large floor areas should be
provided with joints at frequent intervals to compensate for concrete volume changes. It
is recommended that ACI guidelines regarding joint construction and spacing be used.

CONSTRUCTION CONSIDERATIONS
Site Preparation

The presence of unsuitable materials in the subgrade can adversely affect the
serviceability of various structural elements placed upon it. To reduce the potential for
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detrimental movements, the site surface preparation in the building and pavement areas
should include the removal of all vegetation, organic topsoil and existing pavement
materials.

After the initial site stripping operations have been completed, the resulting subgrade
should be carefully proof-rolled and evaluated for areas of instability that may require
remediation. Depending upon the weather conditions and extent of any unstable areas
discovered, remedial measures for unstable subgrades could include removal and
replacement for smaller areas; scarification, drying, and recompaction of wet soils
should weather conditions allow; or modification of the subgrade utilizing lime, flyash or
cement. If chemical modification of the subgrade is considered, we recommend that the
proposed stabilization techniques and materials be reviewed by the geotechnical
engineer prior to implementation. After a stable subgrade has been achieved, low areas
may then be raised to the planned grades with suitable, properly compacted fill.

It is recommended that fill or backfill materials used for structural support consist of
granular or low plasticity cohesive soils, which can be categorized as GW, GP, SW, SP,
CL or ML under the Unified Classification System. Structural fill should be placed in
layers of not more than 8-inches in loose thickness, at moisture contents at or slightly
above optimum, and compacted to at least 95 percent of the maximum dry density as
determined by ASTM D-698 (Standard Proctor) method of test.

Proper moisture control is essential to reduce the amount of compactive effort
necessary to achieve the desired densities. This is especially true of cohesive soils,
where scarification and aeration may be required to achieve near-optimum moisture
levels prior to compaction. A sheepsfoot roller is generally required for compaction of
clayey soils, whereas, a vibratory smooth drum roller is preferred for granular and silty
material. Granular backfill compacted with small hand-operated equipment should be
used in confined areas.

The evaluation of the subgrade and selection of fill materials for various applications
should be done in consultation with the soils engineer. Similarly, the placement and
compaction of fill for structural applications should be monitored and tested by a
qualified representative of the soils engineer.

Groundwater Control

Based on the boring information, it is not anticipated that significant groundwater
seepage will be encountered in shallow excavations for the foundations or utilities.
Should any seepage be experienced, filtered sump pumps or other dewatering devices
should be made available to control the water and maintain reasonably dry conditions.
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Because the foundation materials are subject to deterioration when exposed to free
moisture, every effort should be made to keep the soils dry, during and after
construction. Site runoff and discharge water from roof drains should be diverted away
from the foundation and directed towards on-site retention areas, natural drainage ways
or municipal sewer systems. Such measures reduce the potential for the softening and
possible erosion of the foundation subgrade soils.

Pavement Considerations

It is anticipated that either the native silty clay soils underlying the surficial materials, or
engineered fill constructed of similar materials will comprise the majority of subgrade
below the pavement areas. After the pavement areas have been cut to the desired
grade, the subgrade should be compacted to at least 95 percent of maximum ASTM D-
698 (Standard Proctor) dry density. In general, past experience and research in this
area indicates that subgrades compacted to at least 95 percent of Standard Proctor dry
density will exhibit a California Bearing Ratio (CBR) of at least 6 percent, which is
sufficient to support the loads exerted by paving equipment. However, over time the
CBR typically drops to about 3 percent on these types of soils due to climatological
factors.

If the preceding outlined procedures are followed, it is our recommendation that an
AASHTO Structural Number of 2.25 be used for design of the standard duty pavement
and 3.5 for heavy duty pavement. The following pavement sections are based upon
typical heavy duty and light duty traffic volumes.

Pavement Type Material Minimum Thickness (in.)
Standard Duty, flexible Asphaltic Concrete 3
Crushed Stone Base 8
Heavy Duty, flexible Asphaltic Concrete 5
Crushed Stone Base 12
Standard Duty, rigid Portland Cement Concrete 5
Crushed Stone Base 4
Heavy Duty, rigid Portland Cement Concrete 7
Crushed Stone Base 4

The structural number coefficients used in the pavement calculations were as follows:

Material Identification Structural Coefficient
Asphaltic Concrete IDOT Class | 0.4
Crushed Stone Base IDOT CA-6 or CA-10 0.13
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Rigid pavements should have a maximum joint spacing of 15-feet. The joints should be
sealed after cutting to retard the downward migration of water and incompressibles. For
drainage purposes, a minimum pavement slope of 1 percent is recommended.
Likewise, at a minimum, subgrade finger drains should be included around catch basins
in the pavement to limit the accumulation of water under the pavement.

Pavement specifications should reference the most recent edition of the lllinois
Department of Highways (IDOT), Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge
Construction, including all addenda. Bituminous concrete binder and surface course is
included in Section 406. Portland Cement Concrete (PCC) pavement is referenced in
Section 420. Aggregate base course is referenced in Sections 351 and 1004.

It should be noted that if subgrade preparation is attempted in the early spring or late fall
months, it may not be possible to adequately aerate the subgrade to achieve the
required densities. In this event, the use of lime modification might become necessary
to facilitate construction.

Excavations

All excavations should be performed in accordance with the requirements detailed in the
OSHA Excavation Regulations and Procedures, Section 1926 Subpart P. Based upon
the soil boring data, Type A, Type B and Type C soils were all encountered through the
depths explored. The maximum allowable slopes for these soils types are shown in the
following table.

Soil Type Maximum Allowable Slopes for Excavations Less than 20 ft. deep
Horizontal : Vertical (H:V)
A Y1
B 1:1
C 1%:1

All excavations should be monitored by a Competent Person, as defined by the OSHA
standard, and appropriate shoring or sloping techniques used to prevent cave-ins.

GENERAL COMMENTS

This geotechnical exploration and foundation analysis has been conducted to aid in the
evaluation of the foundation conditions for the proposed Consulting Clinic Addition at
the Crawford Memorial Hospital Campus in Robinson, lllinois. The recommendations
presented herein are based on the available soil information obtained and the design
information provided. Any changes in the soil conditions encountered during
construction, or in the design or location of the buildings, should be brought to the
attention of the soils engineer to determine if modifications in the recommendations are
required.
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The final design plans and specifications should also be reviewed by the soils engineer
to determine that the recommendations presented herein have been interpreted and
implemented as intended. It is recommended that the earthwork and foundation
operations be monitored by the soils engineer in order that he/she may test and
evaluate the bearing capacities and the selection, placement, and compaction of
controlled fills. This geotechnical study has been conducted in a manner consistent
with that level of care ordinarily exercised by members of the profession currently
practicing in the same locality under similar conditions. The findings, recommendations,
and opinions contained herein have been promulgated in accordance with generally
accepted practice in the fields of foundation engineering, soils mechanics, and
engineering geology.

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SECTION 00 7300 - SUPPLEMENTARY CONDITIONS
PART 1 GENERAL

1.1. SUMMARY

A These Supplementary Conditions amend and supplement the General Conditions defined in
Document 00 7200 - General Conditions and other provisions of Contract Documents as indicated
below. Provisions that are not so amended or supplemented remain in full force and effect.

B. The terms used in these Supplementary Conditions that are defined in the General Conditions have
the meanings assigned to them in the General Conditions.

1.2.  MODIFICATIONS TO GENERAL CONDITIONS

A. ARTICLE 2: OWNER
1. Add new Paragraph 2.6 Waivers
The Owner's waiver of any breach or failure to enforce any of the terms, conditions and
specifications of the invitation to bidder, shall not in any way affect, limit or waive the
Owner's right thereafter to enforce and compel strict compliance with every term,
condition and specification thereof.

B. ARTICLE 3: CONTRACTOR
1. 34 Labor and Materials
a. ADD the following to Paragraph 3.4.1:

3.4.1 “..Should the Contract Documents require work to be performed after regular

working hours or should the Contractor elect to perform work after regular working

hours, the additional cost of such work shall be borne by the Contractor”

b. Add the following Subparagraph 3.4.2.1 to Paragraph 3.4.2:

“3.4.2.1 After Contract has been executed, Owner and Architect will consider formal

requests for the substitution of products in place of those specified only under the

conditions set forth in the General Requirements (Division 01 of the Specifications).

.1 represents that Contractor has personally investigated the proposed substitute
product and determined that it is equal or superior in all respects to that specified;

.3 certifies that the cost data presented is complete and includes all related costs
under this Contract except Architect's redesign costs, and waives all claims for
additional costs related to the substitution which subsequently become apparent;
and
.4 will coordinate the installation of the accepted substitute, making such changes
as may be required for the Work to be complete in all respects.”

2. 3.5 Warranty
a. Add the following Paragraph 3.5.3:
"3.5.3 Contractor makes the following warranties to the Owner that he will,

at the date of delivery, have good title to any and all goods supplied in the project and
said goods will be free and clear of any and all liens and encumbrances.

i Contractor shall, at his sole cost and expense, promptly repair or replace to the
Owner's satisfaction all damaged or defective goods/services received for a period of one
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(1) year from date of delivery or date of installation, unless the Project Bid Specifications
require a greater warranty period."
3. 36 Taxes
a. Add the following Paragraph 3.6.1:
“3.6.1 Owner is a tax exempt organization and Contractor will be permitted to use
Owner's tax exempt number for this project for all materials physically incorporated into
the project, that become property of Owner.
Items which do not become property of Owner and are not incorporated into real estate
are taxable. (Example: fuel oil for machinery, construction stakes, temporary fencing,
etc.)
Refer any questions about taxability of specific items to the lllinois Department of
Revenue.”
4. 3.10 Contractor’s Construction Schedules
a. Change Subparagraph 3.10.1 to read as follows:
“3.10.1 The Contractor, promptly after being awarded the contract, shall prepare and
submit for the Owner’s and Architect’s information a contractor’s construction schedule
for the Work. The schedule shall not exceed time limits current under the Contract
Documents, shall be revised only with the Owner’s approval as required by conditions of
the Work and Project, shall be related to the entire Project to the extent required by the
Contract Documents, and shall provide for expeditious and practicable execution of the
Work.”
5.  3.12 Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples
a. Add Paragraph 3.12.11 to Section 3.12:
3.12.11  Architect’s review of Contractor’s submittals will be limited to examination of
an initial submittal and two (2) resubmittals. Owner is entitled to obtain reimbursement
from Contractor for amounts paid to Architect for evaluation of additional resubmittals.”
6.  3.13 Use of Site
a. Add the following Paragraph 3.13.1:
3.13.1 The Contractor acknowledges that portions of the property on which the
Project and Work are located will be occupied and in use by the Owner during the
execution of the Work. The Contractor shall perform and coordinate his work in such a
manner that the portions of the property occupied and in use will not be encumbered or
the use interfered with or interrupted.
7.  Add the following paragraph 3.19:
3.19 Non-Collusion Affidavit State of lllinois
3.19.1 The Contractor is required to execute the Non-Collusion Affidavit
included in this package as Bid Form Attachment A. The executed Non-Collusion
Affidavit is to be included with the Contractor's bid. Failure to execute and include
the Non-Collusion Affidavit with the Contractor's bid may deem the Contractor's
proposal non-responsive.
8.  Add the following paragraph 3.20:
3.21: Sexual Harassment Policy
3.21.1: The Contractor is required to execute the Certificate of Sexual
Harassment Policy included in this package as Bid Form Attachment C. The executed
Certificate is to be included with the Contractor's bid. Failure to execute and include
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the Certificate with the Contractor's bid may deem the Contractor's proposal non-
responsive.
9.  Add the following paragraph 3.21:
3.22: Drug Free Workplace Certification
3.22.1: The Contractor is required to execute the Drug Free Workplace
Certification included in this package as Bid Form Attachment D. The executed
Certificate is to be included with the Contractor's bid. Failure to execute and include
the Certificate with the Contractor's bid may deem the Contractor's proposal non-
responsive.
10. Add the following paragraph 3.22:
3.23: Certification of Prevailing Wage Rates
3.23.1 The Contractor is required to execute the Prevailing Wage Rate
Certification included in this package as Bid Form Attachment E. The executed
Certificate is to be included with the Contractor's bid. Failure to execute and include
the Certificate with the Contractor's bid may deem the Contractor's proposal non-
responsive.

C. ARTICLE 7:  CHANGES IN THE WORK
1. 7.1 General
a. Add the following Paragraph 7.1.4 to Section 7.1:

“7.1.4 The Contractor is entitled to add a fixed percentage fee to the actual cost

involved for changes in the Work. The combined overhead and profit included in the total

cost to Owner for a change in the Work shall be based on the following schedule:

.1 For Contractor, for Work performed by Contractor’s own forces, 10 percent

.2 For Contractor, for Work performed by Contractor’s Subcontractors,
8 percent of the amount due the Subcontractors.
.3 For each Subcontractor involved, for Work performed by that
Subcontractor’s own forces, 8 percent of the cost.
.4 For each Subcontractor involved, for Work performed by the
Subcontractor’s Sub-subcontractors, 8 percent of the amount due the Sub-
subcontractor.
.5 Cost to which overhead and profit is to be applied shall be determined in
accordance with Section 7.3.4.
.6 In order to facilitate checking of quotations for extras or credits, all
proposals, except those so minor that their propriety can be seen by inspection,
shall be accompanied by a complete itemization of costs including labor,
materials and Subcontracts. Labor and materials shall be itemized in the
manner prescribed above. Where major cost items are Subcontracts, they shall
be itemized also. In no case will a change involving over $200.00 be approved
without such itemization.

D. ARTICLE 8: TIME
1. 8.1 Definitions
a. Delete Paragraph 8.1.4 and substitute the following:
“8.1.4 The term “day” as used in the Contract Documents shall mean working day,
excluding weekends and legal holidays.”
2. 8.2 Progress and Completion
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E. ARTICLE 9:

“8.2.4 Owner reserves the right to require all or part of any remaining work not
completed by date designated for Substantial Completion to be performed after normal
business hours or on other than normal working days at no “extra” or additional cost to
Owner and with no extension of time.”

Add the following Subparagraph 9.3.1.3 and 9.3.1.4 to Paragraph 9.3.1:

9.3.1.3 Until Substantial Completion, Owner shall pay 90 percent of the amount due
the Contractor on account of progress payments.

9.3.1.4  The first payment application shall be accompanied by Contractor’s partial
waiver for the full amount of the payment. Each subsequent monthly payment
application shall be accompanied by the Contractor’s partial waiver and the partial
waivers of the Subcontractors and Suppliers who were included in the immediately
preceding payment application to the extent of that payment. Application for final
payment shall be accompanied by final waivers of lien from the Contractor, Subcontractor
and Suppliers who have not previously furnished such final waivers.

2. 9.8 Substantial Completion

a.

Add the following Subparagraph 9.8.3.1 to Paragraph 9.8.3:

9.8.3.1  Architect will perform no more than one (1) inspection per phase to determine
whether the Work or a designated portion thereof has attained Substantial Completion in
accordance with the Contract Documents. Owner is entitled to reimbursement from the
Contractor for amounts paid to Architect for any additional inspections.”

3. 9.10 Final Completion and Final Payment

a.

F. ARTICLE 10:

Add the following Subparagraph 9.10.1.1 to Paragraph 9.10.1:

9.10.1.1 Architect will perform no more than one (1) inspection to determine whether
the Work or a designated portion thereof has attained Final Completion in accordance
with the Contract Documents. Owner is entitled to reimbursement from the Contractor
for amounts paid to Architect for any additional inspections.”

PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

1.  10.1 Safety Precautions and Programs

10.1.1 The Contractor shall not use asbestos, PCB or any material which contains
asbestos or PCB in his work. If requested by Architect, Contractor shall submit a signed
statement insuring that no asbestos or PCB has been used on this project.”

10.1.2 If reasonable precautions will be inadequate to prevent foreseeable bodily
injury of death to persons resulting from a material or substance encountered on the site
by the Contractor, the Contractor shall, upon recognizing the condition, immediately stop
Work in the affected area and report the condition to the Owner and Architect in

writing. The Owner, Contractor and Architect shall then proceed in the same manner
described in Subparagraph 10.1.3.

Unless
otherwise required by the Contract Documents, the Owner shall furnish in writing to the
Contractor and the Architect the names and qualifications of persons or entities who are
to perform the task of removal or safe containment of such material or substance. The
Contractor and the Architect will promptly reply to the Owner in writing stating whether
or not either has reasonable objection to the persons or entities proposed by the
Owner. If Either the Contractor or the Architect has an objection to a person or entity
proposed by the Owner, the Owner shall propose another to whom the Contractor and
the Architect have no reasonable objection.

INSURANCE AND BONDS

11.1 Contractor’s Liability Insurance

Add the following Subparagraphs 11.1.2.1 through 11.1.2.6.2 to Paragraph 11.1.2:
“11.1.2.1 The limits for Worker’s Compensation and Employers’ Liability insurance shall
meet statutory limits mandated by State and Federal Laws. If (1) limits in excess of those
required by statute are to be provided, (2) the employer is not statutorily bound to obtain
such insurance coverage, or (3) additional coverages are required, additional coverages
and limits for such insurance shall be as follows:

.1The policy shall be endorsed to have the General Aggregate apply to this Project only.
.2The Contractual Liability insurance shall include coverage sufficient to meet the
obligations in O/C A201™-2017 under Section 3.18.

.3Products and Completed Operations insurance shall be maintained for a minimum
period of at least four (4) year(s) after the expiration of the period for correction of Work.
11.1.2.3 Automobile Liability insurance (owned, non-owned and hired vehicles) for
bodily injury and property damage:

$1,000,000 Each Accident

11.1.2.4 Umbrella or Excess Liability coverage: $4,000,000.

11.1.2.5 Contractor shall at Contractor’s own expense provide insurance coverage for
materials stored off the site after written approval of Owner at the value established in
the approval, and also for portions of the Work in transit until such materials are
permanently attached to the Work. ”

11.1.2.6  Contractor shall furnish bonds covering faithful performance of the Contract
and payment of obligations arising thereunder. Bonds may be obtained through
Contractor’s usual source and the cost thereof shall be included in the Contract Sum. The
amount of each bond shall be equal to 100 percent of the Contract Sum.

c.  Comply with applicable noise control laws, ordinances, and regulations. Where field
sound measurements exceed allowable limits cease operating such equipment and repair
or replace it with equipment that complies with requirements.

d. Dust: Take precautions necessary to keep Work under this contract and adjoining
properties free from dust. Perform dust control in compliance with authorities having
jurisdiction. Follow procedures and protocol to prevent pollution of land, air, and water.

Nonsmoking Site and Building: Smoking or use of any tobacco is not permitted within the
building or on the site.

Controlled Substances: Use controlled substances on the Project site are not

permitted. Contractor is responsible for maintaining a drug-free work place.

Employee Identification: Provide identification tags for Contractor personnel working on the
Project site. Require personnel to utilize identification tags at all times.

Patient confidentiality: The Contractor shall instruct all employees and subcontractors that the
patient's right to privacy is to be maintained on the job site and off the job.

It is the intent of the Owner to implement, document and enforce interim life safety measures (ILSM)
to temporarily compensate for any hazards caused by construction activities during this

project. Contractors and their subcontractors, employees and suppliers shall take every measure
required to fully support the Owner in its efforts.

Comply with ILSM measures as follows:

1. Emergency Building Exits During Construction: Keep all exits required by code open during
construction period; provide temporary exit signs if exit routes are temporarily altered All
alternative exits are to be clearly marked and personnel are to be instructed about their
use. Contractor to maintain safe escape routes for construction workers at all times. These are
to be inspected daily.

2. Maintain free and unobstructed access to emergency services and for ambulance, fire, police
and other emergency forces.

3.  Ensure that fire alarm, detection, and fire suppression systems are maintained in good working
order. A temporary but equivalent system shall be provided when any of these systems are
impaired. These temporary systems shall be inspected and tested monthly. Any temporary
disconnections are to be reported daily to the local fire department and a log of these reports is
to be maintained for inspection.

4.  Temporary construction partitions or other barriers shall be erected and maintained to separate
construction areas from the existing building operations and to protect existing ratings. These
shall be smoke tight and built of noncombustible or limited combustible materials that will not
contribute to the development or spread of fire.

5. The Owner and the Contractor shall each provide additional fire-fighting equipment, as
appropriate to their areas. They will each provide appropriate training in its use. The Contractor
shall provide, as a minimum, type 2A:10BC fire extinguishers such that travel distance to one
shall not exceed 75 feet in construction areas.

6.  The construction site is to be kept clean and free of debris.

7.  There shall be a minimum of two fire drills per shift per quarter during the period of
construction. The Contractor and his forces shall cooperate and participate in these drills as
appropriate.

8. The Owner and its representatives will increase surveillance for hazards in and around buildings,
grounds and equipment, during periods of construction. The Contractor and his forces shall
watch for possible hazards and shall immediately report same to Safety and Security or fire or
police, as appropriate

9. The Owner and the Contractor shall each train their own personnel to compensate for impaired
structural or compartmentalization features of fire safety.
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10. The Contractor shall cooperate with the Owner in conducting safety education programs to
promote awareness of life safety deficiencies, construction hazards, and interim life safety
measures.

	PART 3  EXECUTION
	3.1. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
	A. A Substitution Request for products, assemblies, materials, and equipment constitutes a representation that the submitter:
	1. Has investigated proposed product and determined that it meets or exceeds the quality level of the specified product, equipment, assembly, or system.
	2. Agrees to provide the same warranty for the substitution as for the specified product.
	3. Agrees to coordinate installation and make changes to other work that may be required for the work to be complete, with no additional cost to Owner.
	4. Waives claims for additional costs or time extension that may subsequently become apparent.
	5. Agrees to reimburse Owner and Architect for review or redesign services associated with re-approval by authorities.

	B. Document each request with complete data substantiating compliance of proposed substitution with Contract Documents.  Burden of proof is on proposer.
	1. Note explicitly any non-compliant characteristics.

	C. Content:  Include information necessary for tracking the status of each Substitution Request, and information necessary to provide an actionable response.
	1. Forms indicated in the Project Manual are adequate for this purpose, and must be used.

	D. Limit each request to a single proposed substitution item.
	1. Submit an electronic document, combining the request form with supporting data into single document.


	3.2. SUBSTITUTION PROCEDURES DURING PROCUREMENT
	A. Instructions to Bidders specifies time restrictions for submitting requests for substitutions during the bidding period, and the documents required.
	B. Submittal Form (before award of contract):
	1. Submit substitution requests by completing CSI/CSC Form 1.5C - Substitution Request (During the Bidding/Negotiating Stage).  See this form for additional information and instructions.  Use only this form; other forms of submission are unacceptable.

	C. Owner will consider requests for substitutions only if submitted at least 5 days prior to the date for receipt of bids.

	3.3. SUBSTITUTION PROCEDURES DURING CONSTRUCTION
	A. Submittal Form (after award of contract):
	1. Submit substitution requests by completing CSI/CSC Form 13.1A - Substitution Request.  See this form for additional information and instructions.  Use only this form; other forms of submission are unacceptable.

	B. Submit request for Substitution for Cause within 14 days of discovery of need for substitution, but not later than 14 days prior to time required for review and approval by Architect, in order to stay on approved project schedule.
	C. Submit request for Substitution for Convenience immediately upon discovery of its potential advantage to the project, but not later than 14 days prior to time required for review and approval by Architect, in order to stay on approved project sched...
	1. In addition to meeting general documentation requirements, document how the requested substitution benefits the Owner through cost savings, time savings, greater energy conservation, or in other specific ways.
	2. Document means of coordinating of substitution item with other portions of the work, including work by affected subcontractors.
	3. Bear the costs engendered by proposed substitution of:
	a. Owner's compensation to the Architect for any required redesign, time spent processing and evaluating the request.
	b. Other construction by Owner.
	c. Other unanticipated project considerations.


	D. Substitutions will not be considered under one or more of the following circumstances:
	1. When they are indicated or implied on shop drawing or product data submittals, without having received prior approval.
	2. Without a separate written request.
	3. When acceptance will require revisions to Contract Documents.


	3.4. RESOLUTION
	A. Architect may request additional information and documentation prior to rendering a decision.  Provide this data in an expeditious manner.
	B. Architect will notify Contractor in writing of decision to accept or reject request.
	1. Architect's decision following review of proposed substitution will be noted on the submitted form.


	3.5. ACCEPTANCE
	A. Accepted substitutions change the work of the Project.  They will be documented and incorporated into work of the project by Change Order, Construction Change Directive, Architectural Supplementary Instructions, or similar instruments provided for ...

	3.6. CLOSEOUT ACTIVITIES
	A. See Section 01 7800 - Closeout Submittals, for closeout submittals.
	B. Include completed Substitution Request Forms as part of the Project record. Include both approved and rejected Requests.
